~Joint Pace/ToIIway bill passes Senate 56-0

On Tuesday, March 27, the lllinois Senate sent a message in support of public transportation and traffic
‘congestion reduction by passing Senate Bill 170 by a vote of 56-0. The legidation exempts Pace buses and
'vanpools from toll charges.

"We're glad to have this partnership with the Toll Highway
Authority, and to see the legidlature take this step. I'm happy to
'see the State value public transit so highly," said Pace Chairman
Richard Kwasneski.

but soon afterwards, the two entities reached an agreement that
gavethe Toll Highway A uthority free advertisng space inside
Pace buses and on Pace's printed bus schedules in an amount
‘equal to the value of the toll charges that Pace would otherwise
have paid.

Currently, 16 of Pace's fixed bus routes make 210 daily trips on the tollways, and 275 vanpools use the
tollways twice or more per day--meaning a Pace vehicle passes through a tollbooth more than 700 times
‘every day. These bus routes and vanpools are serving major employment centers, improving job access and
ﬁstrengtheni ng the economy.

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New, blue 30-foot buses like this one
arenow in service in Naperville,
replacing the yellow school busesthat
used to provide feeder serviceto the
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the school buses Pace had been using on its Metra feeder routes.
The new vehicles are air-conditioned and provide more spacious
seating. They are aso ADA-accessible with modern fareboxes and
bike racks. Napervilleis providing funds for the additional
operating costs incurred by this change in vehicles.

Both Pace and the City of Naperville feel the equipment
replacement is an important step in giving public transit a better
presence in the community. Naperville is aso providing the
financial support for an additional bus to be put into service on
Route 673 Fort Hill Express, a move that enables Pace to double
the number of trips between the Community Christian Church
Park-n-Ride lot (just south of Ogden on Emerson) and the Route

59 Metra station. Route 673 isnow an even better alternative to the
difficult parking situation around the station.

Another important service change starting on April 2 occurs on Route 676 Cress Creek, which serves both
regular and reverse commuters using the Naperville Metra Station. Based on input provided by City and
business leaders, this route is dightly rerouted to accommodate people working at GM and Office Max,
and will meet an earlier rush hour train back to Chicago in the afternoon. The boarding area for Route 676
also changes to the north side of the Metra station.

In all, schedules for nearly 20 Pace Naperville commuter routes will be adjusted on April 2; most are minor
schedule adjustments due to changes in the Metra Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) schedule. Riders
are being advised of the Pace changes through notices on the buses and information on the Pace website.
Pace and the City of Naperville are working together on marketing and promotional effortsto increase
general awareness of the improved Pace service.
