Pace is the suburban public transit agency for Chicagoland’s six-county metropolitan region.  As the 13th 
largest bus agency in the U.S., Pace operates fixed bus routes, vanpools and paratransit services in nearly 250 
municipalities consisting of 5.2 million residents.  Visit the Route Finder for bus route information. 

Moraine Township offers new transpor tation program thanks to Pace 
Last week, officials at Moraine Township in southern Lake County received a new seven-passenger van, including space for two 
wheelchairs, to provide transportation to its residents as part of Pace's Municipal Vanpool program.  Under the program, Moraine 
Township provides its own driver and can set its own policies regarding eligibility of riders, fares, hours of service and geographic 
boundaries.  The program approved by the Township Board is a demand-response service, in which seniors and persons with disabilities 
can call for reserved rides 2 days in advance and will pay $4 per trip. 

More and more units of local government are viewing the Pace Municipal Vanpool

program as an affordable and flexible means of meeting the transportation needs of their 
residents.  To date, 83 Municipal Vans are in operation in places all across the six-county 
region.   

Cities, villages, townships, park districts and even special recreation districts have all 
secured vehicles from Pace for only $270 per month.  The vehicles can be used for any 
public transportation purpose, so many entities are finding the program an excellent way 
to supplement existing paratransit service or create new service.  For more information 
on this program, please contact Virgil Giles. 

Moraine Township Supervisor Mari Barnes said the township had been operating a 
subsidized taxi program but wanted to improve service through the Pace program. "Taxis 
and their drivers are not equipped for persons with disabilities, and wait times are 
unpredictable.  Pace offers excellent financial incentives.  We're thrilled to announce this 
new initiative."  The new service will provide trips across township boundaries and is 
coordinated with Highland Park's senior shuttle service. 

Township Trustee Cynthia Plouché helped develop the plan, in conjunction with the City of Highland Park, to offer a wider range of 
transportation options to qualified Moraine Township residents.  "We are excited to launch this project," said Plouché. 

Moraine Township will continue to provide its taxi subsidy, but the system has been modified.  After a study, including focus groups 
with riders, Barnes and the Board of Trustees adopted a new model.  Coupons are distributed at no cost to residents age 65 and over and 
those with disabilities, and the coupons provide a $3.00 discount on taxi trips.  The Township's new Municipal Vanpool service begins 
May 1.  Residents can schedule a trip by calling 847.432.3000. 

Ready for  baseball's opening day?  Pace is! 
With perfect timing to help travelers avoid the Dan Ryan Expressway, Pace announces the latest addition to its roster of Special Events 
services – direct bus service to U.S. Cellular Field, Home of the World Series Champion Chicago White Sox.  The new "Go Go Sox 
Express" provides transportation from two convenient locations in Bolingbrook and Burr Ridge. 

Pace "Go Go Sox" service starts Opening Night, Sunday April 2, 2006 and will operate 
throughout the season for all night, weekend and holiday games, and for weekday 
daytime games in June, July and August. The two departure points are Pace Park-n-Ride 
locations--one is at 120 E. Old Chicago Road in Bolingbrook (just off I-55 near Route 
53) and the other is at Lincolnshire/McClintock Drives in Burr Ridge (near I-55 and 
County Line Road).   The aptly decorated Cubs Roundtripper 

departs from Schaumburg and 
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On Opening Night, riders can board in Bolingbrook at 4:20pm and in Burr Ridge at 
4:50pm.  Departure times vary for other games, depending on the game's start time. 

departs from Schaumburg and 
Lombard so Cub fans can avoid the 
hassle of driving to Wrigley Field. 

The Sox service is patterned after other successful Pace special events services to Cubs and Bears games, so the fare will be the same--
$7.50 round trip--payable on the bus or with tickets purchased in advance. Groups of six or more can buy tickets for only $5.00 each. 

The successful Cubs Roundtripper service, which operates to Wrigley Field from Schaumburg and Lombard, continues this year as 
well.  The first Cubs game served by Pace buses is April 7.  Check Pace's Web site for departure times or to purchase tickets for both the 
White Sox and Cubs services. 

 Pace Factoid:  
Pace's Municipal Vanpool Programs provided an average of 451 tr ips per  day in February 2006, a 9% increase over  2005.
