A recently released update by the US Census Bureau proves what suburbanites in northeastern Illinois
already know: tremendous population growth is overburdening the region’s transportation system. From
2000 to 2006, the population of northeastern Illinois as awhole grew by 4.3%, despite aloss of 88,000
people in Cook County.

"We have known that two-thirds of all new people and jobs are in the
suburbs,” said Pace Executive Director T.J. Ross. "Unfortunately,
Pace is charged with providing transportation to more than five million
people on a budget that is the lowest per capitain the state.”

Collar county population gains ranged from 28,321 in maturing
DuPage to 165,950 in Will. Kendall County--the second fastest
growing county in the United States-saw an increase of 33,738.
According to the Daily Herald, people are moving further from the
city center in search of larger and more affordable housing for their
families. An estimated 599,000 residents left Cook County during the
past Six years.

Additionally, Pace has been
working closely with communities to determine how to best restructure its bus route network in order to
accommodate growth and change throughout the service area. Currently, public forums are being held in
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southern Cook and Will Counties, in order for the public to provide input on how Pace can address transit
concerns and make improvements.

Harlem, called Route 386 TOY OTA PARK Express.

The shuttle service leaves from the CTA dation at 20-minute intervals, beginning two hours before the
event. After the game, the Route 386 TOY OTA PARK Express starts to depart from the Toyota Park area

thirty minutes after the event. Pace provides service for all soccer games and most concerts.

Route 386 TOY OTA PARK Express does not pick-up or drop-off passengers along the way, operating
"express’ to and from Toyota Park. The bus stop is on the southwest corner of 71st Street and Harlem.
Route 386 charges the regular Pace fare of $1.50 (or the cost of transfer from CTA services for those using
afare card or Chicago Card.)
