What does M oving Beyond Congestion mean for South Cook County?
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Thisitem isthe fourth in a recurring series on the potential impacts of the Moving Beyond Congestion
plan. Each week, Pace will highlight a different portion of its service area and provide a detailed analysis
of the improvements the riding public will see if Pace receives the infusion of capital and operating dollars
that transit agencies hope to receive this year from the Illinois General Assembly.

South Cook County contains awealth of Pace bus service, and is Pace’ s highest-ridership area. However,
much of the bus route network in south Cook is decades old so, with that knowledge, Pace is undertaking a
restructuring of the bus route network in south and southwest Cook County, as well as Will County. By
the end of the year, Pace will implement some improvements to bus routes, with more changes to come
over thelong term. These changes will add new servicesin growing areas to meet current commute
patterns, shorten travel times for riders and ensure resources are spent as efficiently as possible.

As part of the Moving Beyond Congestion plan, RTA and Pace hope to bring even further trangit
improvements to south Cook County. If the legidature authorizes RTA to collect new funding, residents
and employeesin south Cook County would see:

* A network of express bus routes from south Cook to job-
rich areas in the north and west suburbs, including Lake
County.

* New routing and schedules that will ensure better on-time
performance on all routes in south and southwest Cook.

* New service on Lincoln Highway between Matteson and
Joliet. Along Lincoln Highway, buses will take advantage

of transit signal priority, which lowers travel times for South suburban commuterstraveling
passengers and reduces Pace' s operating costs. along Halsted to the 95th Street CTA

* A Dia-A-Ride program without arbitrary borders throughout southern Cook, and with expanded
operating hours, while lessening the financial burdens of our current local government funding
partners. A demand-response taxi program, still in development, could augment Pace®existing
paratrangit services.

Pace Board member Terry Wells of Phoenix said, “there are some exciting improvements coming to south
Cook based on the results of the restructuring initiative, but we certainly can’'t fund every improvement
we' ve identified with a status quo budget. Extrafunding is required to implement all these good ideas.”

Individuals interested in learning about or commenting on potential
changes can attend one of many Pace public forumsin June to
review proposed service plans for the South Cook County — Will
County area (see list of forums below). The plans are based on
extensive public input--including over 500 comments received at
public forumsin March--as well as innovative market research,
analysis of demographics and travel patterns, and a thorough
review of current Pace service. Even people who have
commented in the past may want to attend again, because plans
have been adjusted based on prior comments.
