A report released last month by the for Neighborhood Technology and the Surface Transportation Policy Project shows that, while

transportation costs are carving larger chunks out of family budgets, people in areas with adequate public transportation spend much less than
'do residents where bus and train service is sparse.

EFor ingtance, the typical Houston resident spends almost $10,000 per year on transportation (21% of income), compared to $6,800 (15% of
income) in transit-friendly Portland, Oregon. Chicago ranks 20th nationally in the percentage of income spent on transportation, so despite
the relatively high prices of both fuel and cars in the region, the prevalence of public transit helps northeastern 1llinois commuters keep their
costs low.
