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On Monday night, 15 Pace vehicles arrived in the New Orleans area,
stocked with supplies donated to victims of Hurricane K atrina and
ready to take on transportation assignments in the region.

Like so many others, Pace employees wanted to do something to aid
the people of aregion devastated by the hurricane. Pace Chairman
John Case stated he felt “the best thing to do is what we know how to
do--provide transportation.”

Efforts to get transportation to those in need were coordinated with

MV Transportation, one of Pace’s contract carriers.

Before the Pace vehicles | eft the area, they were loaded with goods for distribution. The
effort was organized in a short period of time, and word spread quickly through the agency
and to the public. Pace employees--bus operators, mechanics, and office staff--collected
money that was used to purchase essentials like bottled water, batteries, flashlights, diapers
and canned goods.

Local businesses donated items like jumper cables and people in their cars stopped by the
Pace garage to offer donations. After unloading the supplies, Pace and MV Transportation
are now transporting people from the US Navy ship Comfort, located just offshore, to the
West Jefferson Medical Center in LouiSana.

Closer to home, Pace aso provided transportation for 187 people who arrived at O®lare
Airport late Tuesday night from Louisiana. In coordination with FEMA, IEMA and IDOT,
ten Pace busestook evacuees from O@®lare to temporary accommodationsin Tinley Park and
Maywood.

Pace buses were filled with donated supplies
and driven to the Gulf Coadt to assist with
relief efforts.
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Now that many people who have come to northeastern Illinois need various forms of
assistance, Pace is again contributing to the cause. Executive Director T.J. Ross says that
Pace is here to help with whatever is needed, whenever it’ s needed.

Bus passes are being provided to evacuees to enable them to travel around the area to visit
relatives, obtain necessary supplies, or even look for work here in the area. Paceisalso
exploring the possibility of providing special shuttle service to and from the Maywood and
Tinley Park facilities, or allowing evacuees access to vanpool vehicles.
