Rosa Parks honored

her seat on the front of the bus to a white man in Montgomery, Alabama on Dec. 1, 1955 sparked the Montgomery bus boycott and the end of

legalized racial segregation in the United States.

RTA to hold hearings on Chicago paratransit transition

EBy now, many people are aware that Pace will be operating all ADA paratransit service in the six-county region beginning on July 1, 2006,
including ADA paratransit services currently provided by the Chicago Transit Authority (CTA). Thisincludes the Taxi Access Program
(TAP) and Mobility Direct. (NOTE: CTA ADA paratransit is provided by CDT, SCR, and Art’s).

‘Starting today, the Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) is holding several public hearings in various Chicago locations to inform
individuals about the impending transition. Meetings are scheduled on the north, south and west ends of the city and the loop. RTA'sweb
site has detailed information on public hearing location so that the public may take advantage of the opportunity to hear the initial
plans and give public comment.

This change was mandated by the State legislature in an effort to provide more effective regional service. Working together, Pace, the CTA

‘and the RTA want to assure that this transition goes smoothly for all customers.
