Free rides are offered to children under 7 (max two children per fare 
paying adult), law enforcement officers and firefighters in full uniform 
or presenting a badge, and active duty military personnel in uniform. 
Persons with disabilities and residents aged 65 and older who are 
enrolled in the Illinois Circuit Breaker Program may ride Pace fixed 
route service free of charge with the Circuit Ride Free card. To register 
for a permit/card, please contact the RTA at 836-7000.
