Summary of Proposed Changes

* Route 210 is proposed to be discontinued.
However, there would continue to be
several options for Pace passengers to
access popular destinations:

* Glenbrook Hospital: Use Routes 208, 226,

250 or 290 and transfer to 270.

* Lincolnwood Town Center: Use Route 290
or CTA Route 82.

» Oakton-Skokie Yellow Line: Use Route
226.

» Glenview Metra: Use Routes 226, 250 or
290 and transfer to Route 423.

 Jefferson Park Transportation Center:
Route 215.

Portions of Route 210 would
continue to be served on the
following routes:

* \Waukegan Rd: Route 423

* Dempster St: Route 250

* Oakton St: Route 226

« Skokie Blvd: Route 226
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Ridership Impacts
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Service on Routes 226, 250 and 423 would provide service coverage for roughly 51% of existing Route 210 riders.
